GUIDELINES FOR POST CARD PANELS

All exhibit panels are to be 28" x 22" with the 22" at the top - horizontal.
A clear plastic or acetate cover is recommended for protection.
A brief title or description should be on the front of the panel.

Your name and address, along with the letter and category of your entry, should be on the back of the
panel only.

Color of panel boards and photo corner mounts is optional.
Post Card panels must be registered and in the exhibit room by 10a.m.

Winning panels from the previous 3 years exhibits may be entered for display purposes only, as space
allows.
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PREPARING POST CARD PANELS FOR DISPLAY. IT'S FUN AN D EASY!

You too can prepare beautiful post card panels to display your favorite cards at the Rl Post Card Club's Annual Exhibit,
even if you've never done it before. It's fun and easy. It doesn't take a lot of time. Displaying your cards provides a chance
to show off the types of cards you collect and gives you excellent opportunities to network with other collectors.

A list of categories and some basic guidelines are given on page 6. Some tips for making impressive, quick and easy post
card panels are provided below. We look forward to seeing your panels in October.

Start with a standard 22"x 28" poster board. Use a color that complements the cards you will be displaying.

White or black work well with real photo postcards.

Pastel colored poster stock will look good with color or white border cards.

Pick out the cards that you wish to display and lay them out on the panel until they are in the order or pattern that you
like best.

Remember to leave room at the top for the title.

There is a list of categories on page 6, but you can pick nearly any type of cards to display.

The number of cards on a panel is not important and may include as few as 10 or as many as 20.

Eighteen is a nice standard number that can be laid out in 6 rows of 3 cards each.

Clear photo mount corners or paper mounting squares can be used to attach the cards to the panel.

Alternatively, the cards can be placed in clear sleeves and the sleeves can be taped to the panel.

Use a T-square or a long ruler to ensure the cards are straight and level.

A carpenter's framing square works well.

Once the cards are mounted, it's a good idea to put a title across the top of the panel. It can be hand lettered, or rub-
on draftsman's lettering can be used.

An ink jet printer can be used to print a title, which can then be cut and pasted onto the panel. It will look best if you
print it on paper that is the same color as the panel.

Next, use a piece of clear plastic or acetate to cover the panel. This will protect the panel and the cards from damage.
Shrink wrap plastic used for storm windows works well, or even a wide roll of sandwich wrap will work.

Put your name and address on the back and bring the panel to the show in October.

At our June 27" Meeting, Reinhard Wolgemuth presented a program on East Providence. - History of East Providence in
Postcards - Bookmarks in the pages of time.This was historical information of the different areas of the city based on the
scenes shown on postcards. Reinhard sent in the following note to our club;

| would like to thank all of you for giving me the opportunity to present to you the history of East Providence in postcards at
our June meeting. Before and after the presentation many of you took the time to talk to me, thank me and share your
interesting experiences and tidbits of additional information and | appreciate that very much. Because dealers saw my
interest | was able to add some more cards to my collection and some of you promised me even more information at the
next meeting. What a great group to belong to!

Eddy Make, Ware Mass — Post cards
by Robert W. Lanpher

A couple of years ago | entered a panel of post cards in the Rhode Island Post Card Club’s annual exhibit. The panel
consisted of post card views of the Cumberland, R. I. villages of Abbott Run, Arnold’s Mills, Bear Hill and Diamond Hill
created by “Eddy Make, Ware Mass.".

Since that time, | have corresponded with a collector who is specializing in post cards by this photographer. Richard Savary
who presently resides in San Diego, Ca. but calls Brookfield, Ma. his hometown has accumulated quite a collection of post
cards by this photographer. Richard’s research thus far shows that the post cards were the production of one Charles W.
Eddy of Ware, Ma. At some time, one of Charles’ sons joined him in the business. That could be the reason that the bulk of
his production has the “Eddy Make, Ware, Mass.” line on the back as in made by a member of the Eddy family of Ware,
Mass.

While most of the post cards produced by the Eddys are views of the towns and villages around Ware, Mass., the Eddys
produced quite a number of views of Rhode Island. So far | have been able to determine that they created post card views of
Abbott Run, Apponaug, Arnold’s Mills, Bear Hill, Centerdale, Coventry, Cumberland, Diamond Hill, East Greenwich, East
Lonsdale, East Providence, Hunt's Mills and Wickford. There are likely other towns and villages of Rhode Island that they
created views of.

Richard has determined that another son of Charles Eddy resided in Providence for some time and information on the backs
of some of the cards in his collection indicate that the Eddys had other relatives in East Greenwich, RI. This could have been
the reason that the Eddys produced views of some Rhode Island towns and villages.

Richard has identified 7 different types of backs used by the Eddys and has determined the years
that these particular styles of backs were used. So far, it seems that all of the R. I. views have type
4 or 5 backs. | do have 4 post cards of Arnold’s Mills with type 3 backs but without any titles on the
fronts and atypical photo masks.

| would like to create a checklist of Rhode Island cards produced by the Eddy family and | need your
help. The list will be published in the What Cheer newsletter and all help will be credited. If you
believe that you have views by Eddy, | would appreciate a list of the titles that you have. If you can
provide me with photocopies or scans of the cards, that would be even better.

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Alligator and Shell Framed Postcards by Samuel Lang sdorf & Company

Collectors have long recognized the winged circle trademark as being the symbol of the Samuel Langsdorf & Company
publishing firm. All of their postcards have the familiar SL&Co lettering inside of a circle, which is flanked by two wings,
whether or not the company's name appears with this logo. The various sets printed by Langsdorf have always appealed
to the hobbyists because of their quality, uniqueness of design, and printing excellence.

Samuel Langsdorf operated a publishing firm in New York City, in the early 1900's, the firm had most of their printing
done overseas in Germany. He is most famous for his "Border" postcard sets, Alligators and Seashells. The term
"Langsdorf Alligators" is synonymous for the Florida scenario series of 165 different postcards all set within the identical
border of Alligators; and if you say "Shell Borders" you are thought to be referring to the Langsdorf Seashell border
postcards, even thogh there are several other sets and many singles with the same maotif.

However Samuel Langsdorf published much more than these famous border postcards. In addition to an indeterminate
number of United States view postcards, the Langsdorf firm published quite a few other equally fascinating and
enthralling series lllustrated above is one postcard from untitled series of United States military uniforms. Like so much of
his work, they are not only lacking a common series designation, but each postcard is numbered within the group. There
are five postcards to this set; L1-Sailor on Guard, US Army; L2-Captain, US Cavalary; L3-Capatin, US Navy; L4-Corporal,
US Infantry; L5-Lietenant, US Infantry. More must surely exist and knowing the propoensity the company had for large,
and odd quantity sets there is no way of predicting how many different tittes make up the complete group. They are
certainly one of the most handsome of US military postcards sets and posses an appealing distinctness, only some of
Harry Payne's work for Tuck on a similar subject approaches their quality.

Samuel Langsdorf is also known for one attribute when it comes to publishing topical postcards - silk clothing. Many of
their sets such as Santas, State Girls, Guardian Angels, and one of cowgirls and cowboys come with and without silk
clothing. They are eagerly sought after and often bring good prices.

Deltiologists give high marks to Samuel Langsdorf for the State Girl and State Capital and Seal series. They are
considered to be one of the best.

For the Hudson-Fulton Celebration of 1907 they issued a 12 postcard set of heavily embossed postcards done in

airbrush, very few of these have ever been seen. They added the gelatin affect to Thanksgiving and religious postcards
and extra heavy embossing to a set of cupids and storks.

Research Done by Snoop, Examples from Snoop’s Collection (Information from American Postcard Journal, by Roy Nuhn)
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"A Checklist of Curt Teich Cape Cod Post Cards"

A recent project of the Cape Cod Post Card Collectors Club, conducted by two RIPCC members, Peter Meggison and
Gardner Sherman, is "A Checklist of Curt Teich Cape Cod Post Cards" from the production records of the Curt Teich
Company, Chicago, Illinois, 1908-1976.

The checklist of 2,180 Cape Cod post cards includes a general listing followed by the 18 Cape Cod towns. Included is the
title of the card and its assigned CT number, the local distributor, the year published, and the number issued and type
when known.

A history of the Curt Teich Company as well as a guide to dating CT post cards is also included.
