Later on the Scott catalog came in to use, and | used to keep a small
Richard Novick loose-leaf book with my stamp swapping records. | remember my dad taking me
to the post office in Brooklyn, NY in 1933 to buy a block of four of the 50 cent
zepp with a plate number. | did not know that the block should have been six. |
have always wanted to be a stamp dealer, and in my high school days, | used to
sell stamps to my teachers. WWII arrived and | found myself in the US Air Corps
for 34 months. This "vacation" put a crimp in my stamp collecting for a while, but
on my return to civilian life, | started right back into it. | remember in 1947 with all
the servicemen returning home, stamp values shot up like a rocket, as the
demand was more than the supply, but the following year, 1948, prices came
down.

| was a member of the Flatbush Philatelic Club in Brooklyn for several years, and
later when | moved to Queens, NY | became a member of the Long Island Stamp
Club. In 1957, | moved to Uniondale, L.I., NY and my life as a part-time stamp
dealer began. | took a booth at NASPEX, the Nassau-Suffolk Philatelic Alliance
Show, and also set-up each month at the monthly show for the next thirty-two
years until moving to NJ. | remember that at one of those NASPEX shows, the
dealer next to me, wearing sneakers, was a young kid named Greg Manning.
During the last fifty years | got to know many of the great people in philately,
especially Herman "Pat" Herst, Jr, and Mortimer Neinkin.

In 1969, my interests moved to Deltiology, the collecting of picture post cards, so now | became a dealer in stamps and
post cards. | remember the other dealers at the shows thought that | was nuts selling post cards, but when they saw my
booth packed with people buying them, many joined the ranks. | participated in stamp and post card shows from 1957 to
2002, doing as many as forty shows a year, and traveling all over the country doing them. When my son was about to get
married, his fiancé’s parents asked what his father did, and he told them about all the traveling to shows, and they wanted
to know if we had a home. Well, now the shows are a thing of the past, as they are just too difficult to do, with the lugging,
and lifting, etc, so | have filled the gap with a massive mail order business, plus many lots on Ebay. My ID for Ebay is
rgnpcs. | find that there just is not enough hours in the day, as | really could use a fifty hour day, or perhaps more, as |
keep plenty busy.

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Eddy Make, Ware Mass — Postcards Revisited

In our last Bulletin, an article by Robert W. Lanpher, was presented on Eddy Make Postcards from Ware, Massachusetts.
The article identified 7 different types of backs used by the Eddys and has determined the years that these particular
styles of backs were used. So far, it seems that all of the Rhode Island views have type 4 or 5 backs.

Here is a Chronology of the types and dates of the backs used by Charles W. Eddy:

While most of the post cards produced by the Eddys are views of the towns and villages around Ware, Mass., the Eddys
produced quite a number of views of Rhode Island. So far | have been able to determine that they created post card views
of Abbott Run, Apponaug, Arnold’s Mills, Bear Hill, Centerdale, Coventry, Cumberland, Diamond Hill, East Greenwich, East
Lonsdale, East Providence, Hunt's Mills and Wickford. There are likely other towns and villages of Rhode Island that they
created views of.

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Flexible Flyer - Postcards

The happy faces of children engaged in out door activities is a most delightful category and continues
to grow in popularity with both new and old collectors. A most thrilling sport for northern children was
sliding down a steep hill covered with snow. Many cities would block off hilly streets during the winter
months to prevent colliding with buggies or automobiles.

The dream of every child was to own a “Flexible Flyer”, the Sled that steers. The old fashioned sleds
were maneuvered by footwork and required both skill and luck to avoid collisions.

The S.L. Allen Company of Philadelphia, manufacturers of the “Flexible Flyer” sent out advertising
postcards just before Christmas. The message on the back of the postcard reads: “Santa Claus is
preparing to distribute thousands of “Flexible Flyers” on December 25th. If you don't know where to
reach him, send your order to us. Don’t take any inferior substitute. Be sure it's a “Flexible Flyer”.

The advertising postcard is valued at $10.00, the mechanical trade postcard, mint valued at $15.00,
Greeting postcards vary starting around $2.00

Samuel Leeds Allen, the inventor of the Flexible Flyer, came from a prominent Philadelphia Quaker
family. In the 1860s, he established the S. L. Allen Co. to manufacture farm equipment, including
some items of his own invention. In order to diversify his product line and provide work during the
winter months, Allen, himself a “coasting” enthusiast since boyhood, set about inventing a sled.
Typical designs of the day employed a pair of fixed wooden runners with a third, pivotable steering
runner attached to a handle. Allen first experimented with articulated sleds having two or more “bobs”
with fixed runners that could pivot relative to each other to provide steering.

Eventually, he conceived of a sled with runners that were weakened in the middle to act as a hinge to
permit the front portion to pivot for steering. This led to the design which became the Flexible Flyer
with “super steering”’—a sled with a pair of laterally flexible runners attached to the frame in a way that
permitted them to be bent sideways to a great extent and with little effort. He accomplished this by
attaching the front pair of runner struts to a crossbar which floats (is not attached) relative to the seat.
This permits the runners to flex sideways starting at a point just ahead of the rear struts. A
conventional sled lacking this floating crossbar arrangement has runners that can thus only flex
forward of the front struts, severely limiting the steering capability of the sled.

The Flexible Flyer trademark has proven to have as much lasting value as the Allen patent. A good
trademark should roll off the tongue, lodge permanently in the brain, and be suggestive or fanciful (a
phrase which is merely descriptive cannot, as a rule, be registered as a trademark). Flexible Flyer is a
hit on all three counts; it is short enough and employs alliteration to make it pleasing to say and easily
remembered. “Flyer” connotes the speed associated with sledding. “Flexible” conveys the unique
technical feature of the sled’s superior steering. It is hard to imagine a trademark more suited to the
product it represents.

The Flexible Flyer has remained essentially unchanged in design and construction over the decades.
It still features wooden seat slats bearing the distinctive red eagle trademark, wooden steering and
handle bars, and steel runners and struts painted bright red. It is hard to understand why no
competitor has ever (to my knowledge) attempted to copy Allen’s design, even though his patents
have long since expired. Perhaps the Flexible Flyer trademark has been so strongly associated with
the design for so long that the buying public cannot imagine any sled with the patented “super
steering” feature wi ™ " ° ot

title of the card and its assigned CT number, the local distributor, the year published, and the number issued and type
when known.
