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History of the Mainzer Dressed Animal Cards

It is difficult to trace the history of the Mainzer animal cards with much accuracy. The
cards were printed in Geneva, Switzerland in the mid 1940s under the Max Kunzli name
and did not at that time bear the Alfred Mainzer imprint. The same views appeared later
bearing the Kunzli name in addition to the Mainzer imprint, which implies that the
Mainzer company purchased the plates and, for a time, continued to have them printed
in Switzerland by Kunzli. These cards are easily recognizable by their slightly ragged-
looking edges and usually softer colors. Yet another edition, presumably the next in the
timeline, was printed in Belgium. This edition had lost not only the Kunzli name, but
many (if not most) of the original Swiss views, presumably in the name of updating or
modernizing the views to a more contemporary European look. While the Swiss edition
often tended toward traditional home and street scenes reminiscent of small villages in
the Alps, the Belgium views usually included more modern, metropolitan settings with
vivid colors. The Belgian cards feature the well-known scalloped or "wavy" edges. Later
card sets were printed in Spain, the United States, and Turkey, though the views and
numbers appear to have remained more consistent with the Belgian edition. The most
recent editions have been printed on cards with straight edges.

Collectors have theorized that the series, in some form, may have existed prior to the
Swiss printings by Kunzli, based on a number of cards found which feature dressed
cats, but no concrete evidence has been found as yet. Many of these cards, while
bearing scenes reminiscent of Hartung's cats, are rendered in a style unlike the Mainzer
cards.

The last name of the artist for the cards is thought to be Herr Hartung, possibly the
German abstract artist by the same name. The artist's mark appears as the little heart
logo on the corners of the cards beginning with the Belgium set. More research is
needed to verify this information.

The Mainzer company was founded by brothers Renate and Alfred Mainzer, who
started the business in their New York City home in 1938. They began by pasting
animal, scenic, and floral postcards imported from Switzerland onto folders to be sold
as greeting cards. They did this work in the evenings after their day jobs. As the
business grew, they expanded into greeting cards and other postcards and moved into
a rented facility. As these rented rooms became too small, in 1955 they bought the
company's current warehouse in Long Island City, NY. In 1977, an additional building
was added to house the company's offices. This information is useful in dating the
Mainzer cards. Those bearing the 118 East 26th Street, NY address on the backs of the
cards indicate that the cards were printed in 1955 or before. The Long Island address
indicates that the cards were printed after 1955 but before 1977. The split address, 27-
08 40th Avenue, was used on the cards after 1977.

The Alfred Mainzer Company still exists and today sells a "collector series" of the
Mainzer dressed animal postcards, which contains 100 views. The company is still
located at 27-08 40th Avenue, Long Island City, NY. The company, which apparently
does not enjoy replying to questions about the history of the cards, admits to the
existence of more than 200 views. Collectors believe the number is much closer to 300,
especially when one takes into account the views from the original Swiss edition which
were not carried over into later, more modernized, editions.The Mainzer company also
printed or imported various other postcards, including real animal views of cats, dogs
and horses.
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Arthur Thiele
(1841-1916) Anthopomorphic animals was the specialty of this wonderful Dutch postcard illustrator. That is, animals
doing people things--especially cats. If you're a cat-lover, seek out cats by Arthur Thiele.

This Dutch artist is high in the popularity charts! His charming cats are quite difficult to find, and to complete sets is
not at all easy. Many of the pictures were used by a number of different publishers, again making things more
complicated. The publishers included Faulkners, T.S.N. (Theo Stroefer of Nuremburg) and Tucks ..

The most attractive of his cards are those depicting head and shoulder portraits of single cats.

Louis Wain

(1860 - 1939) Louis Wain was born in the Clerkenwell district in London and became an artist, selling his sketches of
dog shows to the lllustrated Sporting News. He married his youngest sister's governess, Emily Richardson, which
caused quite a scandal. Unfortunately, his wife fell ill with breast cancer and died three years later. To entertain her on
her sickbed, Louis Wain started drawing their cat, Peter. Emily encouraged him to send these drawings to newspapers
and magazines, and soon the Louis Wain cat was a household name, not only in Britain but also in America, where his
comics and drawings of cats appeared in several newspapers.

The British artist Louis Wain was a highly successful illustrator whose reputation was made on his singular and gently
humorous pictures of cats. A cat-lover himself and sometime President of The National Cat Club, Wain claimed in an
interview in 1896 that his "Fanciful Cat Creations" were first suggested to him by Peter, his black & white cat. Demand
for Wain's work diminished in the decade after the outbreak of the First World War, leaving him progressively
impoverished. He began to show signs of mental disorder, including becoming aggressive, abusive and sometimes
violent. In 1924 he was certified insane and placed in the paupers' ward of Springfield Hospital at Tooting. Despite his
delusional state, Wain continued to draw and paint, which led a year later to him being recognized by one of the
hospital guardians and transferred to a private room at the Royal Bethlem Hospital in Southwark, with money raised
through public appeal. In Bethlem he was allowed to draw as much as he liked, and it was here that he produced the
first of his fascinating series of "kaleidoscope" cats.

These ranged from relatively straightforward renderings of the cat itself, though painted in intense, non-naturalistic
color and surrounded by intricate geometric patterns which deny any illusion of spatial depth, to images in which the
figure of the cat is exploded in a burst of geometric fragments, the like of which are not to be found in any of Wain's

work before his illness. In 1930 he was moved to Napsbury in Hertfordshire, where he continued to work sporadically

These  viewers could be
purchased by tourists at many
locations between 1950's - 60's.
The mailing label has a place for
the address, return address, and
an area on the backside to write
your message. It also has a
designated area for the nominal
3 cent postage stamp that was
the going rate at the time. The
Plastichrome had the viewer's
made at various places in the
United States. The company still
makes the viewer's today,
however not as postcards. (The
Post Office would not except
them anyways) They are
collectable and prices vary
depending upon the subject
usually starting around $3.00.

Several recent
postcard catalogs have mentioned high values for exposition
postmarks without distinguishing between the usually common # > *)> 1#() (

and cheap exposition advertising postmarks (above-advertising
an exposition two years off) (example: at right) and an exposition
station postmark applied at and during the limited time the fair is
open. In the U.S. this latter type are the scarce ones. They usually
read, "Exposition Station" or "Model Post Office," and are truly
valuable only if canceling one of the commemorative postage
stamps issued for that exposition. (The 1904 St. Louis Exposition
Station cancel has a catalog value of $75.00)

The annual Scott United States Stamp Catalog, available at most
local libraries, is probably the handiest guide to pricing exposition
station postmarks on exposition stamps. As a rule of thumb, an
exposition postcard with the proper exposition stamp and
exposition station postmark would be worth about ten times what
the same card and stamp would bring with ordinary cancellation.

Exposition advertising postmarks-generally categorized as slogan
cancels by collectors-do have some value. They have been
pictured and priced in Moe Luff's United States Postal Slogan
Cancel Catalog.

The
actual amount paid by users of cards should be the weighted average of
the rate shown above and the presort and automation rates. Also note
that since May 1, 1977, all cards have been transported by air, greatly
improving the service for post cards.

#The postcard rate remained at 20 cents from January 1, 1995 up to July
1, 2001. On January 10, 1999, however, a stationery fee in addition to
postage was added for preprinted stamped cards supplied by the Postal
Service. Cards purchased elsewhere require only the applicable postage.
