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National Art Views Company and the Rotograph Compan y of New York  
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Traveling around New England area’s in search of local postcards 
depicting scenes for local stories, Snoop, Scoop, and Sassy discover 
many postcards bared the publisher’s name “Rotograph”, finding 
information on this New England publisher was/is difficult at best. 
 
Which brings us to famed deltiologist, James Lewis Lowe, who published 
information on the Rotograph Company of New York City, in his 
magazine, Deltiology in 1966. Little was known at the time about this 
major publisher of views and greetings. Collectors found Rotograph's high 
grade souvenir postcards especially appealing, but magnitude of the 
project prohibited serious deltiological research. 
 
The New York firm, operating mainly at 684 Broadway with offices at 215-
217 Wabash Avenue, Chicago, was established in 1904, and produced 
over 50.000 souvenir views and greetings until their mysterious 
disappearance in 1912. The Rotograph Company was successor to the 
National Art Views Company of New York which had been established in 
1902, a fact well documented by the appearance of numerous Rotograph 
reprints of National Art Views Company issues. One National Art Views 
issue No. 2783 depicted Chautauqua Lake with Rotograph Company 
promotional advertising on back, sure evidence of company takeover. 
 
National Art Views Company issued scenes for most of the Eastern states 
including New York, Connecticut, Massachusetts. New Hampshire, Maine, 
New Jersey, and Florida, with occasional views of Missouri and Colorado. 
Their numbering system was quite consistent starting at one and ending 
at 2905 with occasional duplications, i.e., different views with the same 
number. James  Lewis Lowe researched and reported on this firm in 
Issue No. 159 of Deltiology, and his report included numerical and 
geographical check lists of known issues. At that time he postulated the 
Stengel Theory in regards to their primary source. i.e., their printer. 
 
The Stengel Theory; In Light of the fact that Rotograph succeeded 
National Art Views Company in 1904, James L. Lowe modified his 1966 
statement that Rotographs were printed by Reinicke and Rubin of 
Magdeburg, Germany. He believed that they were actually printed by 
Kunstanstalt Stengel & Company of Dresden, Germany, as explained in 
Issue 159. Reinicke and Rubin may have been one of hundreds of local 
firms offering to publish views for merchants, souvenir stands, hotels, and 
others but actually contract from them to be printed by the famous 
Stengel firm in Dresden. The center of modem lithographic development.  
 
 

 

 

 

National Art Views Company should not be confused with the National Art Company of New York which operated from 1905 to 1907, 
producing over 350 postcards, mostly greetings. including national, state, city, and clan girls, nursery rhymes, days-of-the week 
children, mostly artist signed. James L. Lowe’s research of this company and their issues appeared in Issue 160 of Deltiology, 
featuring check lists by number, series and inscription, and artist. Interestingly, fewer than thirty of these issues were unsigned, 
making these highly desired by collectors. 
 
According to Virginia Faulkner, noted Rotograph collector, "the earliest Rotograph views are identical to the National Art Views 
(Company issues) except for the change in company name and the use of more color. A few National Art (Views Company) cards 
(six) exist in color, but about 20% of the early Rotograph reprints are in color." 
 
In 1977 journalist Alvin H. Goldstein of Washington, D.C., subsequently of Columbus, Ohio, founded the Rotograph Society to 
propagate information about this publisher, stating: "Through the exchange of research, study, and collection, we hope to advance 
the seriousness of card collecting as it relates to this particular publisher and to deltiology in general." His first issue of The 
Rotograph Review appeared during the winter of 1977, and James L. Lowe was not sure how many issues appeared before it was 
discontinued.

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Alvin H. Goldstein found listings in 1901 to 1904 New York City business 
directories for a Rotograph Paper Materials Company at 101 5th Avenue. He 
also uncovered a 27-page brochure titled "The Rotograph Collection of 
Roman Art" issued by this firm, a listing of Italian paintings and sculpture 
produced on bromide photographic paper which were sold for educational 
purposes. He suspected that there may have been some connection since 
their 5th Avenue address was only ten blocks from the later 684 Broadway 
address appearing the Rotograph promotional material. Rotograph's interest 
in art reproductions and their contract with Stengel and Company to 
distribute the M29000 Art Gallery series was further evidence of some 
connection of the two firms. An even stronger suggestion of this connection 
was the fact that many of the early Rotographs were actually produced 
photographically with letter-press imprints on bromide photographic stock. 
 
Goldstein discovered Rotograph Company listings in city directories from 
1904 to 1911, first at 771 East 164th Street, later (1908) at 511 East 164th 
Street, and an additional office from 1905 to 1909 at 684 Broadway, the 
address printed on most of the promotional material. The 1911 city directory 
entry appears to be the last, and Goldstein's research at the Copyright Office 
in Washington indicated that applications for copyright by the Rotograph 
Company came to an end that year.  
 
Just when he thought his journey had come to an end, Goldstein discovered 
something else in the directories: a listing for the Rotograph Photo Paper 
Company at 322 6th Avenue with Julius L. Lewis, proprietor. "Could it be that 
we are out of the card business in 1911," Goldstein queried, "and into the 
photographic paper business in 1912?" 
 
From 1901 to 1904, the Rotograph Paper Materials Company provided 
photographic papers, including bromide stock, to photographers and also 
issued Italian art reproductions on their own stock; art reproductions during 
this period, especially those mounted on stiff card stock, were quite popular 
and were used primarily for educational purposes. From 1904 to 1911, the 
Rotograph Company seized the opportunity to produce and distribute 
photographic views of its own making and contracted lithographic views from 
Stengel and Company (possibly others) in order to provide a wide variety of 
postcard product; this was the zenith of the postcard craze during which the 
public clamored for more and more souvenir postcards. Finally from 1912 to 
1916 the Rotograph Photo Paper Company continued to manufacture, stock, 
and distribute to photographic firms their line of photographic papers, a likely 
continuation of the Rotograph Paper Materials Company of 1901 to 1904. 
 

 

 

 
The precise reasons for Rotograph Company's cessation of postcard production in 1911 are a mystery. It apparently was not due to 
lack of business since the company seemed to thrive. Some possibilities were: (1) Beginning in 1909, American consumers grew 
more and more concerned about buying foreign products, particularly German-made goods. The fact that German lithographic 
techniques were far ahead of the Americans meant that printed items could be produced faster, cheaper, and more professionally in 
Germany than in America. (2) It cost more in America to produce an inferior product so why not buy from overseas's sources? Labor 
unions and their adherents were irate. Concerned citizens wrote to their congressmen in an effort to stop the flow of overseas's 
products. especially picture postcards, from entering the United States. Some publishers sensed this so deeply that they discontinued 
the phrase "Printed in Germany" on their cards. The Rotograph Company may have succumbed to this public outcry and stopped 
producing cards altogether at the first hint of wrongdoing. (3) Moreover, William II, whose full name was Friedrich Wilhelm Viktor 
Albert, emperor of Germany and  King of Prussia, came to power in 1888 and asserted as his divine mission the rule of the house of 
Hohenzollern. After dismissing Bismarck, he entered into alliances to strengthen Germany and to revolutionize his country from an 
agricultural to an industrial state. The Allied Nations, which included France, England, and eventually the United States, were pitted 
against Kaiser Wilhelm's increasing military buildup and his control of the Central Powers. Although many Americans and their 
ancestors had immigrated from Germany and Prussia, relationships became strained, and the Central Powers were regarded as an 
evil empire. Distributing, purchasing, and using picture postcards printed in Germany and Prussia was regarded as an unpatriotic, un-

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Rotograph Logos and Trademarks, the Rotograph Company used a rather small number of trademarks. Walter E. Corson in his 
Publishers' Trademarks Identified made four entries (eliminating duplication); however, an earlier one has been noted, making a 
total of five: 
 
Trademark 1:  An eagle-and-shield design on the earliest of the Rotograph cards, a bromide of the Roosevelt family, Series No. 

A 2, copyright 1903 by Pach Bros., N.Y. The earlier date does not indicate that the Rotograph Company was 
founded that year, only the year the photograph was copyrighted. 

 
Trademark 2:  Merely the words "The Rotograph Co. N.Y. City Printed in Germany" in free style, Corson's entry No. 210. 
 
Trademark 3:  The more common circle with circling words "Sol Art Prints," a large "R" in the center, and sun rays surrounding_ 

Many of these have the word "Germany" in parentheses underneath. 
 
Trademark 4:  Although common lettering was used on earlier issues, a unique designator style appeared on most of the 

Rotograph cards. Mr. Corson entered this as No. 713, duplicates of which appear as Nos. 1081 and 1094. 
(Common styles of printing "Post Card" and the two or more stamp box designs have not been considered 
significant enough to list and illustrate.) 

 
Trademark 5:  Several cards feature a free-hand design of the words "Sol Art Prints," Corson's No. 1502.  
 

The Rotograph numbering system, although a bit complex, is not 
impossibly entangled. Like Stengel and Company, their postcards 
came in different styles, and the styles are often tied into the 
numbering scheme-but no always. 
 
When capital letters were used in front of a number, they normally 
indicate a particular style, such as black and white, real photos, delft, 
full color, etc. However, numerous issues appeared without capital 
letters even though they were produced in various Rotograph styles. 
Lower case letters often follow the capital-letter-number group. These 
lower case letters were used to insert additional views of a particular 
locality or series into regular sequence.

What’s HOT!, SIZZLING HOT!!  
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The sizzler this month was first spotted by club member Bob Lanpher, at Bonhams 
Auctions, recognized as one of the most dynamic auction houses in the world today, 
Bonhams & Butterfields Auctioneers is one of the largest companies of its kind in the 
world. A house of experts in many fields, Bonhams & Butterfields specializes in the 
appraisal and sale of fine art, antiques and decorative objects in virtually every auction 
category. 
 
On Sunday May 1, 2005, Bonhams posted a collection of Titanic relics and memorabilia at 
at the Larz Anderson Auto Museum in Brookline, Massachusetts. Within the lot - An 
Extremely Rare Original Titanic 3rd Class Menu Postcard, 14th April 1912 radius edge 
card, printed in blue and black, with details of the day's meals; Breakfast, Dinner, Tea and 
Supper. The reverse postcard side carries some annotations in pencil, probably by Sarah 
Roth, listing the numbers of passengers on the Titanic, those lost and saved. Very light 
staining on reverse, some small paper loss, otherwise good. 8.8x14cm(3.5x5.5in) 
 
This is the only example of a Titanic's Third Class Menu known to have survived. The 
format was similar to that of her sister-ship Olympic, with the details overprinted on board 
as required. It survived the sinking in the handbag of Sarah Roth, a Third Class 
Passenger, who was rescued by the Carpathia in lifeboat C. 
 
Provenance: Sarah Roth and family by descent, Sotheby's 3/5/2000. 
 
The Titanic sank in the North Atlantic on April 14 and 15, 1912, killing about 1,500 people. 
 
The final bid price for the postcard, $44,650 !
