Publisher Fred C. Lounsbury and his Crescent Emboss ing Company.

As a young man, Fred C. Lounsbury (1857-1917) spent nearly twenty years in the paper novelty business, mainly as a
salesman, innovator and advertising specialist. Then, in 1896, he founded the Crescent Embossing Company in Plainfield,
New Jersey, as a maker and supplier of all sorts of cardboard goods to the trade. Within five year, the firm was working out
of a large building of more than 10,000 square feet and employing close to 50 people. Products included calendars, labels,
advertising goods and, by 1907, souvenir postcards.

Most of Lounsbury's postcard sets have four cards each, a very unusual number and a radical departure from what was a
common practice by publishers on both sides of the Atlantic. For those sets that are numbered - and many Lounsbury sets
are not - such designations are found on the picture side. The series number is followed by a dash and the card number.

Lounsbury copyrighted his postcard designs in his own name (several hundred, as a matter of fact) but they were published
by Crescent, though often this fact was not imprinted on the card. Until 1985, when researcher and writer George Miller
uncovered the Lounsbury story in a piece of wonderful investigative journalism, it had long been thought that Lounsbury not
only published the postcards in his name but that he might well have been the artist. We now know that Lounsbury was not
the illustrator of any postcards, just the copyright holder and publisher.

Some of the Fred C. Lounsbury postcards which are eminently collectible, fall into two categories, They are all embossed,
multicolored cards. Some adhere to the 4-card format - others are. in sets of 6 or 8. All are highly collectable.

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Reflecting on Postcard Collecting:

The Town of Pass Christian, Mississippi, early September 2005, the aftermath of Hurricane Katrina. We have only been here two days
and the destruction is beyond belief. My team has made these journeys before, 1989 Earthquake in San Francisco, 1992 Hurricane
Andrew in Florida, 2001 9-11 New York, all had their massive damage, but isolated to a certain degree .. we are here to evaluate bridges
and abutments, along with checking structures along the way for stability. Heat and Humidity abound, no power, running water, fuel, food,
or cleared roads. We due our job by foot, packed with water and Granola bars ...

We are traveling north today as we try to get to Wittman Road via Henderson Avenue which is off I-90 near the coast, we have a GPS
system as all street signs are mostly gone. Cadaver Teams have been through this area already, so the beginning of our trip is really
nothing but a hike, as there are no buildings to inspect, as there are gone ...the bees are everywhere now that their homes are destroyed,
relatively quite except for the many helicopters in the distance, it sounds very erie ...we are miles in from the coast, when at first | spot it.
There lying at my feet in the middle of this road is a Vintage Postcard, from the looks about to be divided back era, | bend down and pick it
up, though torn, its still legible, postmarked 1912, the bottom torn but face showing a store in Biloxi, MS. | show my partner who thinks |
am crazy for being amazed ... amidst all this destruction, a vintage postcard? We continue when in only a few feet more postcards appear
and, as | look around, we start to see them everywhere, thousands and thousands of postcards, under rocks and bricks, sides of little
walls that are left still standing, sides of broken trees ... amazing, as this goes on for blocks.

Then it hits me, one of these areas that was once a home, of a collector or dealer living here, suddenly reflection of our own postcard club
sets in ...besides losing ones home, and belongings, when it comes to postcards one loses not only business, but social time, and for
many, this means years of cataloging, researching, sleeving, trading with fellow members, building friendships. | think of Ray and Maggie
Zwolenski and Joe Coduri and the years they have put into their interest and the our club’s, and all the other members whom have taught
me so much .. | pray and hope this person survived the storm, and hopefully they will have a club they belong to for support ... we spent
another two weeks down in Mississippi, finally arriving home hot and tired ... just sitting down, the phone rings ... Hurricane Rita is coming
to Texas .... Eeech!, at least we do not have to unpack!
