GUIDELINES FOR POST CARD PANELS

1. All exhibit panels are to be 28" x 22" with the 22" at the top - horizontal.

2. A clear plastic or acetate cover is recommended for protection.

3. A brief title or description should be on the front of the panel.

4. Your name and address, along with the letter and category of your entry, should be on the back of the panel
only.

5. Color of panel boards and photo corner mounts is optional.

6. Post Card panels must be registered and in the exhibit room by 10a.m.

7. V\Illinning panels from the previous 3 years exhibits may be entered for display purposes only, as space
allows.
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PREPARING POST CARD PANELS FOR DISPLAY. IT'S FUN AN D EASY!

You too can prepare beautiful post card panels to display your favorite cards at the RI Post Card Club's Annual Exhibit, even
if you've never done it before. It's fun and easy. It doesn't take a lot of time. Displaying your cards provides a chance to
show off the types of cards you collect and gives you excellent opportunities to network with other collectors.

A list of categories and some basic guidelines are given on page 6. Some tips for making impressive, quick and easy post
card panels are provided below. We look forward to seeing your panels in October.

Start with a standard 22"x 28" poster board. Use a color that complements the cards you will be displaying.

White or black work well with real photo postcards.

Pastel colored poster stock will look good with color or white border cards.

Pick out the cards that you wish to display and lay them out on the panel until they are in the order or pattern that you
like best.

Remember to leave room at the top for the title.

There is a list of categories on page 6, but you can pick nearly any type of cards to display.

The number of cards on a panel is not important and may include as few as 10 or as many as 20.

Eighteen is a nice standard number that can be laid out in 6 rows of 3 cards each.

Clear photo mount corners or paper mounting squares can be used to attach the cards to the panel.

Alternatively, the cards can be placed in clear sleeves and the sleeves can be taped to the panel.

Use a T-square or a long ruler to ensure the cards are straight and level.

A carpenter's framing square works well.

Once the cards are mounted, it's a good idea to put a title across the top of the panel. It can be hand lettered, or rub-on
draftsman's lettering can be used.

An ink jet printer can be used to print a title, which can then be cut and pasted onto the panel. It will look best if you print
it on paper that is the same color as the panel.

Next, use a piece of clear plastic or acetate to cover the panel. This will protect the panel and the cards from damage.
Shrink wrap plastic used for storm windows works well, or even a wide roll of sandwich wrap will work.

Put your name and address on the back and bring the panel to the show in October.

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CHECKMATE: Chess, a game with Postcards?

Snoop and | are digging through yet another box of vintage postcards, while on a hunt through various Antique shops around
New England. Snoop has been in the habit lately of looking on the backs of postcards to see cancellation dates and
publishers, when an oddball catch's his eye ... on the back of one card, beside the address is just one line in the message
area which reads "BxN +" ... what does that mean, he wonders? | tell Snoop that it is a expression of a game called Chess,
and its move, "Bishop takes Knight, Check", we wonder who would play chess via the mail? ... who? indeed !

In 1906 the first national correspondence chess association, the British Correspondence Chess Association, was formed,
what did they use for correspondence?, Postcards!

In 1909 the Correspondence Chess League of America (CCLA) was founded. It is the oldest postal chess organization in
America and the second oldest in the world. It publishes THE CHESS CORRESPONDENT, the oldest national magazine in
the U.S. The CCLA was the first organization to have a numerical rating system for chess players, in 1933.

In 1935 the U.S. start a 1,002 board correspondence match with England. It was stopped in 1941 when the British
government's Board of Censors thought that chess notation was some kind of code for secret messages. When the match
has halted, the U.S. had won 223 games, lost 203, and drew 100. There were 476 games unfinished.

In 1940 the USSR held its first postal chess championship. It was won by Alexander Konstantinopolsky.

In 1943 Humphrey Bogart (1900-1957) was visited by the FBI and prevented from playing postal chess. The FBI thought that
his chess notation that he was sending to correspondence chess players overseas was secret enemy codes. In the 19th
century chess master Joseph Blackburne was arrested as a spy for sending chess moves in the mail. The British government
thought they were coded secrets.

In 1949 the International Correspondence Chess Association (ICCA) was formed by FIDE.

In 1951 the International Correspondence Chess Federation (ICCF) was formed. About 80 countries are members of the
ICCF. Its motto is "Amici Sumus" - We Are Friends.

In 1953 FIDE granted the first titles of Grandmaster of Correspondence Chess and International Master of Correspondence
Chess.

In 1968 Hans Berliner won the 5th World Correspondence Championship. His 3 point margin of victory was the greatest
margin of victory ever achieved in the World Correspondence

Championship, and his winning percentage (87.5%) was also the greatest of any correspondence world champion. He was
inducted in the Chess Hall of Fame ion 1990. He was the first U.S. Grandmaster of Correspondence Chess.

In 1985 Nick Down, a former British Junior Correspondence Champion, entered the British Ladies Correspondence Chess
Championship as Miss Leigh Strange. He was later caught and admitted his deception. He is banned from all British
correspondence events.
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CHECKMATE: Chess, a game with Postcards? (Continued )

In 1988 Stan Vaughan played 1,124 correspondence games at once, making it a new world record. Previous to this, Robert
Wyller held the record of 1,001 correspondence games at once in 1948.

In 1999 Walter Muir died at the age of 95. He was known as the dean of American correspondence chess. He played chess
for over 75 years. He was the first US player to defeat a USSR postal player in ICCF play.

The U.S. Grandmasters of Correspondence Chess are: Hans Berliner, Victor Palciauskas, Alik Zilberberg, and Joseph
DeMauro, postcards signed by these Grandmasters can fetch a large sum indeed.

Board Master Champions from the turn of the century up to the mid 1960’s and including some living members are Very
highly valued postcards (starting at $30.00); these famous players include;

Beach, Florida, passed Tuesday, June 20, 2006.

Born October 27, 1949, in Nashua, New Hampshire, he grew up on a farm in Hudson, New Hampshire. Robert lived with
his Aunt Marie Damery in Somerville, Massachusetts for 30 years until her passing in 1989. He then moved to New
Smyma Beach, where he lived in the home his brother and sister built for him. Robert was most noted by the New
Smyma Beach and the Edgewater communities for his three-wheeled bicycle that he used for collecting aluminum cans
for recycling. He was also devoted to his church family at St. Peter the Fisherman Church in New Smyma Beach. Robert
loved covered bridges and was a member of the Covered Bridge Society, the Southeast Volusia Historical Society and
the Preservation of Old Mills Society.
