Black Americana Postcards  
 
 
 

Black Americana postcards are a real boom area in US postcard collecting circles. These 
cards record black history and the unique – sometimes neglected – contribution of African 
Americans to US history. Black Americana postcards show subjects as diverse as sports 
figures, civil rights leaders, the use of black people in advertising and even the unfortunate 
racial stereotyping of earlier times. In essence, Black Americana postcards vividly capture 
the troubled but noble history of an entire people. 
 
Among the admittedly tasteless artifacts that sometimes crop up on the Black Americana 
market there can still be found some joyous collectibles. Many early schools for black 
children in the South took enormous civic pride in their educational establishments and 
school photos were often printed up as commercial postcards. These wonderful items show 
pupils and teachers in Sunday best set against the backdrop of their new school buildings. 
Prices are still quite cheap for these items – generally under $5 - and they may make a 
good investment for the future. Other cards record the terrific industry of black people – with 
photographic cards depicting a hard working day in the cotton fields or life on the road for 
traveling entertainers. Indeed, cards recording the activities of performing minstrel troupes 
are becoming increasingly collectible. 
 
The immense contribution of African Americans to sports history is also well documented on 
a range of collectible postcards – with early baseball and boxing stars being the most 
sought after. In early advertising cards black people were often used to promote products 
thought of as healthy and wholesome. The image of a matronly black cook on a new food 
product implied that the item had received the stamp of quality from someone who really 
‘knew their beans’. No one knew good food better than a wise old housekeeper and 
grandmother! Many Black Americana postcards also have a humorous element – with a 
mischievous cast of young children getting up to all sorts of naughty adventures – although 
in some cases the humor has not traveled too well and may be offensive to some today. But 
there are still many delightful cards to collect – with prices up to about $25 each. The sad 
truth remains, however, that the more controversial items almost invariably make the most 
money. 
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Tripping over POSTCARD Artists  
 
 

Snoop while scanning through some postcard boxes at a local flea market came across postcards from his favorite 
city, New York, and low and behold they were signed by the Artist. Who was this person he thought? Who indeed? ….  
 
EDWARD PENFIELD (1866-1925) "We are a bit tired of the very serious nowadays, and a little frivolity is refreshing; 
and yet frivolity to be successful must be most thoroughly studied." So wrote Edward Penfield near the outset of his 
highly influential career as an illustrator, art editor, and poster artist, a career guided by keen observation, a 
cosmopolitan sensibility, and a simplicity that belied his meticulously crafted efforts.  
 
In looking at the work of Penfield today, we find less of what strikes us as frivolous and more of a keen sense of design 
and composition. The Art Center Bulletin of April 1925 remembered his contribution to illustrative art this way: "To 
everything he produced Penfield brought his great gifts of design and draftsmanship, a wonderful sincerity that never 
faltered, and a beautiful humbleness of spirit." As early as 1894, just a year and a half after Penfield began a series of 
monthly images for Harper's, his work was heralded by Publisher's Weekly: "The advertising poster has within recent 
years actually soared into the regions of art." Penfield is also credited with bringing abstraction to commercial art 
through his boldly simplified shapes. This and other stylistic trademarks resulted from a distillation of a number of 
influences, including the compositional precepts and casual poses found in Japanese prints, the hand-craftsmanship of 
the Arts and Crafts movement, the impressionistic approach of Parisian poster-making, and British poise and 
directness.  
 
Although his work is most often associated with the posters he created for Harper's Monthly, he also illustrated covers 
and interiors for other prominent publications including Collier's, Life, Ladies' Home Journal, The Saturday Evening 
Post, Scribner's and Metropolitan Magazine. In addition, the master's style was readily adaptable to use in advertising 
as evidenced by his work for Arrow, Kodak, and Pierce Arrow Automobiles as well as numerous calendar publishers.  
 
When his tenure at Harper's came to an end, Penfield was free to travel, and his experiences are preserved in two 
books published by Scribner's, Holland Sketches (1907) and Spanish Sketches (1911), in which his graphic sense 
blossomed in a wealth of detail. The critic Royal Cortissoz commented: "When he made [these], he entered thoroughly 
into the spirit of his themes and did some of his best work... He was never the technical virtuoso alone. Humanity was 
always breaking into his world." 

  

Snoop continues to hunt through the box looking hard and long for more “Penfield” postcards … when out pops a pinup 
girl postcard, he shows me the postcard …. Its looks like a Alberto Vargas postcard or is it ? ……………… after further 
review the postcard has the name of Raphael Kirchner on it, who is he? We think … time for more research. 
 
RAPHAEL KIRCHNER (1876-1917, Austrian) was a  Portrait painter, illustrator, graphic designer, engraver, scenery 
designer. Kirchner was born in Vienna in 1876 and attended the Akademie der Bildenden Kunste in the city. The turn of 
the century brought Kirchner to Paris where he remained until the outbreak of war in August 1914 when he moved to 
the U.S. 
 



 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Tripping over POSTCARD Artists (Continued)  
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Although Kirchner produced a wide variety of postcards he was chiefly renowned during the war for his erotic 
illustrations, the forerunner of 'pin up' girls, his sketches proved popular during the First World War not only among his 
compatriots but also among British and French servicemen. 
 
Known for his ‘Kirchner Woman’, inspired by Nina, his wife and model. The largest portion of his artwork was designs for 
picture postcards. His work was very influential in art nouveau circles. 
 
He produced in excess of 1,000 postcards during his short lifetime.  His "Geisha" series was particular successful, being 
reprinted four times to produce a total of 40,000 copies.
