GUIDELINES FOR POST CARD PANELS  
 
 

1. All exhibit panels are to be 28" x 22" with the 22" at the top - horizontal. 
 

2. A clear plastic or acetate cover is recommended for protection. 
 

3. A brief title or description should be on the front of the panel. 
 

4. Your name and address, along with the letter and category of your entry, should be on the back of the panel 
only. 

 
5. Color of panel boards and photo corner mounts is optional. 

 
6. Post Card panels must be registered and in the exhibit room by 10a.m. 

 
7. Winning panels from the previous 3 years exhibits may be entered for display purposes only, as space 

allows. 
�
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PREPARING POST CARD PANELS FOR DISPLAY. IT'S FUN AN D EASY! 
 

You too can prepare beautiful post card panels to display your favorite cards at the RI Post Card Club's Annual Exhibit, even 
if you've never done it before. It's fun and easy. It doesn't take a lot of time.  Displaying your cards provides a chance to 
show off the types of cards you collect and gives you excellent opportunities to network with other collectors.   
 
A list of categories and some basic guidelines are given on page 6.  Some tips for making impressive, quick and easy post 
card panels are provided below.  We look forward to seeing your panels in October.   
 
 
·  Start with a standard 22"x 28" poster board.  Use a color that complements the cards you will be displaying.  
·  White or black work well with real photo postcards.   
·  Pastel colored poster stock will look good with color or white border cards. 
·  Pick out the cards that you wish to display and lay them out on the panel until they are in the order or pattern that you 

like best.   
·  Remember to leave room at the top for the title. 
·  There is a list of categories on page 6, but you can pick nearly any type of cards to display.   
·  The number of cards on a panel is not important and may include as few as 10 or as many as 20.   
·  Eighteen is a nice standard number that can be laid out in 6 rows of 3 cards each.   
·  Clear photo mount corners or paper mounting squares can be used to attach the cards to the panel.   
·  Alternatively, the cards can be placed in clear sleeves and the sleeves can be taped to the panel.   
·  Use a T-square or a long ruler to ensure the cards are straight and level.   
·  A carpenter's framing square works well. 
·  Once the cards are mounted, it's a good idea to put a title across the top of the panel.  It can be hand lettered, or rub-on 

draftsman's lettering can be used.   
·  An ink jet printer can be used to print a title, which can then be cut and pasted onto the panel.  It will look best if you print 

it on paper that is the same color as the panel.   
·  Next, use a piece of clear plastic or acetate to cover the panel.  This will protect the panel and the cards from damage.  
·  Shrink wrap plastic used for storm windows works well, or even a wide roll of sandwich wrap will work.  
·  Put your name and address on the back and bring the panel to the show in October.

The Roosevelt Bear Postcards  
 
 
Snoop, Scoop and Sassy spent the month of July traveling down the East Coast, visiting many shops, in search of Postcards 
to fill their collecting appetite …. While in Maryland at a Antique Book/Postcard … scrounging through some boxes of vintage  
postcards, Snoop spots a postcard depicting two Bears traveling on a train, “That’s Different, bears dressed in human 
clothes, whom are they?” ………..whom indeed. 
 
Probably one of the most sought after bear sets today are the Roosevelt Bears. Most people probably know that the teddy 
bear, that little stuffed animal so dear to so many children, has something to do with President Teddy Roosevelt. Most, 
however, do not know the details, including the fact that a black Confederate played a key role in the affair, which was 
witnessed by three journalists as well. 
 
That Black Confederate was Holt Collier, who was born a slave and followed his master into battle during the War Between 
the States, first as a camp servant. His prowess with a rifle and a pistol, however, soon allowed him to be soldier, if 
unofficially. When his master returned home, he gave Holt a choice of which unit to serve with, and he chose the 9th Texas 
Cavalry. He rode and fought with the cavalry during the remainder of the war and immediately afterward got involved in 
several shooting scrapes during the Reconstruction. Collier moved to Texas and became a cowboy, later served as a lawman 
and finally returned to the Mississippi Delta, where he became renowned as a bear hunter. That's why, in 1902, he was 
chosen to be the guide when President Teddy Roosevelt came down for a bear hunt. 
 
As the story goes, Holt Collier stationed the president in a stand and went off with his pack dogs, promising to drive a bear 
past Roosevelt. He did, but it took longer that he had anticipated, and Roosevelt, never a patient man, had left the stand and 
returned to camp. Collier at first didn't know what to do with the bear, but he lassoed it and tied it up while a companion went 
off to the camp to fetch Roosevelt. The president came and looked at the bear but declined to shoot because it was tied up. 
There happened to be three journalists in the camp, and they made a big deal of the bear-hunt story. Pretty soon, editorial 
cartoonists joined in and had a field day. Also in the camp was Seymour Eaton, whom would then write a series of stories 
about two bears Teddy-B and Teddy-G (the 'B' stood for Brown and 'G' for Gray) forever known as the Roosevelt Bears. The 
full-illustrated serial stories syndicated in 20 newspapers ran for 29 weeks during the height of President Roosevelt's 
popularity. Originally, Eaton hesitated to attach his name to the stories because he continued to write on mature subjects and 
feared that his reputation would suffer from writing the children's stories. He used the pseudonym "Paul Piper" but as the 
success of the Roosevelt Bears became apparent he began to identify himself as the author. 
 
 
These serial stories were then collected and put into four children’s books, published by Edward Stern of Philadelphia in 
1906-1908.  
 
 
Book 1 - TEDDY B & TEDDY G, THE ROOSEVELT BEARS- THEIR TRAVELS AND ADVENTURES 
Book 2 - MORE ABOUT TEDDY B & TEDDY G, THE ROOSEVELT BEARS 
Book 3 - TEDDY B & TEDDY G, THE BEAR DETECTIVES 
Book 4 - TEDDY B & TEDDY G, THE ROOSEVELT BEARS ABROAD 
 
 
Noting the popularity of the Books and the Roosevelt Bears, Postcards began making the scene shortly thereafter. The 
Postcards were simple reproductions of the color plates in the first two books. The first set of sixteen cards, copyrighted by 
Edward Stern in 1906, reproduces the illustrations of V. Floyd Campbell in Eaton's Teddy B and Teddy G, The Roosevelt 
Bears, Their Travels and Adventures (1906). The postcards follow the bears on a train trip, on a farm, at a county fair, at the 
Tailor's, the Boston Public Library, Harvard, New York City, Niagara Falls, the Circus, and on an Iceberg. In a second set 
(Numbers 17-32, far more rare than the first set), the bears go west, to a Wax Museum, to Philadelphia, and to Atlantic City. 
They go fishing and to the Zoo, again ride a train, visit West Point, attend the Theatre, and Celebrate July 4th. The final two 
postcards show the Bears as hunters (An obvious reference to the president) and in Washington where Teddy himself 
welcomes his namesake cubs. Illustrations for the second set were reproduced from More About Teddy B and Teddy G, the 
Roosevelt Bears, published in 1907 and Illustrated by Richard K. Culver. Some of the Postcards carry a brief advertisement 
for the book and the name of a local book or department store where it could be purchased.
