Postcard Progress in Providence  
By David Brussat (Providence Journal, Thursday November 1st, 2007) 

 
BECAUSE collecting postcards requires so little depth of pocket, I enjoyed cheap thrills at the Rhode Island Annual Postcard 
Club Show on Sunday, at the Crowne Plaza Hotel, in Warwick. 
 
My special enchantment is for postcards of Providence City Hall that let you see down Fulton Street to the Smith Building, 
where I live, or to see what was there before the Smith was erected in 1912. In most frontal views, a corner of City Hall 
blocks the Smith from view, but if the view is from a point sufficiently left of center, you can see the Smith. 
 
I was sifting through a stack of downtown Providence postcards. Suddenly, there it was! The Smith Building, on a card 
inscribed "Human Flag at City Hall, Providence, R.I." Some 2,500 people stand not on the steps of City Hall but on a wide 
set of bleachers that stretch almost the width of the building and rise two floors high. Clad in red, white or blue, they stand in 
ranks that form the American flag. This postcard shows the Smith Building clearly. On the first floor is the Rathskeller, a 
predecessor of Luke's restaurant. Half the fun of postcards is dating them. This one hails from between 1912, when the 
Smith opened, and 1922, when the short building beyond City Hall was replaced by the Biltmore Hotel. The patriotic theme 
suggests the First World War. 
 
Finding a favorite building is just one of the many pleasures of the hunt for postcards. You can track the development history 
of Providence. The best for this purpose are the "bird's-eye view" postcards, often taken from the top of a building. 
Occasionally, since the postcards were often produced by companies outside of the state or nation, entertaining mistakes 
can be found. I bought a card called "View of Providence from the Roof of the Arcade." Yeah, if the Arcade were a dozen 
stories tall! This particular postcard was the product of A.C. Bosselman & Co., of New York. It was "Made in Germany." 
 
The Post Card Club annual convention is over, at least for this year, but you can experience almost all of these thrills minus 
the work (or, if you prefer, the satisfaction) by sifting through a new book, Postcards of Providence (2007), by Mary L. Martin 
and Nathaniel Wolfgang-Price. The inside cover reveals that Martin is a "philanthropist" and Wolfgang-Price is "a 
'Renaissance Man' who likes to read and write poetry in his spare time." They run postcard shows worldwide and own "the 
largest postcard operation in the world," Mary L. Martin Ltd., in York, Pa. 
 
The book is wonderful, chock-a-block with color reproductions of both the most famous Providence postcards and the 
delightfully obscure. Turning its pages took this reader from thrill to thrill. Not only was I able to track the city's history, but as 
a collector of notable errors, I happened to notice, on page 50, a postcard that was described as the Providence 
Athenaeum. The inscription on the card says "Redwood Library & Athenaeum" in a large, fancy typscript below an engraving 
of the Redwood, which is in Newport. But the card does not say that the Redwood is in Newport rather than Providence. 
Maybe neither Martin nor Wolfgang-Price ever visited either place. They had it right on the page before. Mistakes happen, 
and as one who recently misquoted a wall in Pawtucket, I cite the error with no gloating whatsoever. "Welcome to the club!" I 
say. 
 
 My favorite postcards are photographic bird's-eye views. Most postcards are black and white photos touched up with color, 
so I refer to the ones that aren't color. They tend to be crisper. At the postcard show I bought a card with a view to the 
southeast, probably from the roof of a tall factory near La Salle Square, sometime around 1905. You can see City Hall, built 
in 1878, the Union Trust Bank, built in 1901, and, far to the right, Grace Church, built in 1846. Many structures in the scene 
have gabled roofs and look like houses that date from when the area was residential. All of them are gone. Downtown used 
to churn and churn. The building boom of today would have been perceived in 1905 as a mere ripple. 
 
Many cards sold at postcard shows, mostly for $3-5 each, are blank on the rear, but the best have messages -- plain 
greetings mostly, yet occasionally witty or silly. The postcard described above has a scrawled note: "Edna, I am going to visit 
the man in the moon. [Signed] E.Z.B." In the sky over the city is a sketch of a little man in a boat. How droll! 
 
The card was apparently never sent, for it was not addressed. Or stamped (a cent for domestic or two cents for foreign). 
The preface of Postcards of Providence includes an illuminating history of postcards from 1893, when the first one in the 
United States was issued (of the World's Columbian Exhibition, in Chicago). Until 1907, you had to write your message on 
the side with the picture. Only the address was permitted on the reverse side. After 1907, postcards were printed with the 
reverse side divided into both a message space and an address space. How slowly the progress of innovation was in those 
days -- much more so than the demolition of buildings, if the postcards of Providence are to be believed.
